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SUNY‑Delhi is committed to comply with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and the Americans with Disabilities Act. 
The following support services are available, but not limited, to any student with a documented disability:

· Accommodated test‑taking 

· Adapted equipment 

· Assistive technology

· Reading assistance

· Note-taking services

· Interpreting services

· Accessible parking, elevators   
· Accessibility information

· Referral information

· Advocacy service

Additionally, we act as a resource for faculty/staff in answering questions, offering suggestions, and providing information about serving the needs of students with disabilities.


The Office of Services for Students with Disabilities has been designated a Voter Registration location for the campus.  Assistance will be available to students to complete the Voter Registration Application.

Policies and Guidelines for Students Receiving Support Services 

1.
Students requesting academic support services and accommodations must meet with the Coordinator of Services for Students with Disabilities at the Resnick Learning Center (RLC) to discuss their needs.

2.
Students who have identified themselves as disabled must submit adequate proof of disability; i.e., psychological evaluation or medical documentation, done within the last 3 years. (Note:  an IEP is not proof of a disability.)

3.
Adequate proof of disability must be received prior to student’s campus visit on a Delhi Advantage Day, to have an individual scheduled appointment with the coordinator. 
4.
Students are encouraged to discuss their disability and preferences for accommodations with their instructors but are NOT required to do so.
5.         All students receiving support services through the Office of Services for Students with 

Disabilities must sign an Accommodation Contract.  Failure of students to adhere to the policies in this contract will result in termination of support services for the remainder of the semester.

6.
Students seeking physical education exemption or elevator access are required to submit proof of need in the form of medical documentation to receive those services.

7.         Students acquiring an elevator keys from the Coordinator of Services for Students 
with Disabilities must sign a statement agreeing to return the key upon withdrawal, dismissal, graduation, or at the end of each academic year.  Failure to return a key will result in a hold being placed on your grades through Student Accounts.
The procedure for using the RLC for testing accommodations is explained in the Guidelines for Accommodated Testing section.

Faculty/Staff Responsibilities Regarding Providing Accommodations 
To Students with Disabilities

1.
Faculty and staff are responsible for adhering to all laws governing treatment of students with disabilities. 
2.
The Coordinator of Services for Students with Disabilities cannot share any information about a student with disabilities without that student's expressed, written release. 
3.
 Faculty must provide or allow for the provision of any and all academic accommodations deemed necessary and/or reasonable by the Coordinator of Services for Students with Disabilities. Such services may include but are not limited to extended testing time, reduced distraction testing, tape recorded lectures, interpreters for the deaf or hearing impaired, preferential seating, etc.

4.
Points cannot be taken off for spelling errors for a student whose disability is in written expression. This category applies only to in‑class writing assignments such as essay exams, fill‑in‑the‑blank tests, and journal entries where there is no opportunity to use a dictionary, spell check, or to have the responses proofread by another person. This is considered a reasonable accommodation by law and is not up to the discretion of the instructor.

5.
Accommodated Testing.
Faculty/Staff Responsibilities Providing Accommodated Testing

All exams should be delivered by hand or electronically to the Resnick Learning Center (RLC) 
48 hours prior to the exam.  (During the week of finals, exams need to be delivered at least 
three days prior to scheduled exam time.)

All exam instructions must be clear; i.e. open notes or open book, calculators.
C. The following information must accompany each exam on the pink slip:

Faculty are encouraged to provide testing accommodations themselves as long as, the arrangements are mutually agreed to by the student and the faculty member, as evidenced by both signing the Alternate Testing Arrangements section of the Testing Center Instructions form. Faculty may choose to meet accommodated testing needs by using the Testing Center in the RLC. Exams may be picked up or dropped off in the RLC between 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Monday through Friday.  If you have any questions concerning accommodated testing, please contact the Coordinator at 4593.

E.
Definitions of Common Testing Accommodations:

· Extended testing time ‑ students are allowed extended time to complete exams (Specific:  time and a half, double time)

· Separate location ‑ students take the exam either individually or in small groups, in a room that is separate from the classroom (e.g., instructor's office or RLC).

· Distraction-reduced environment ‑ taking exams in a separate location with a reduction of noise, interruptions, telephones, busy patterns or brightly‑colored walls, etc.

· Oral testing ‑ Questions and responses are given orally. The student may dictate responses into a tape recorder for example.

· Test read ‑ Students who process information better when it is presented auditorially will have test directions and questions scanned and read to them by computer.

· Scribe ‑ Students dictate responses to another person who writes verbatim what was said.
· Converted format. This may include large print, Braille, audio taped exam material, or e-files. All exams delivered to the RLC will be logged in as having been delivered by an appropriate staff member and then placed in a secure location. The RLC will schedule all rooms and proctors for tests. 

Students who complete an exam prior to the beginning of their class, will remain in the RLC until their class begins the exam.

SUMMARY OF SECTION 504

OF VOCATIONAL REHABILITATION ACT OF 1973

No otherwise qualified handicapped individual in the United States shall, solely by reason of handicap, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under the program or activity receiving federal financial assistance.

Following is a summary of the 504 regulations as they specifically apply to colleges and other institutes of higher learning:

*No qualified handicapped student shall be denied the benefits of or otherwise be subjected to discrimination under any academic, research, occupational training, housing, health insurance, counseling, financial aid, physical education, athletics, recreation, transportation, other extra‑curricular, or other post‑secondary program or activity to which this support applies.

· A campus may not, on the basis of handicap, exclude any qualified handicapped student from any course, course of study, or other part of its education program or activity.

· A campus shall operate its programs and activities in the most integrated setting appropriate.

· A campus shall make such modifications to its academic requirements as are necessary to insure that such requirements do not discriminate or have the effect of discrimination on an otherwise qualified handicapped student.

· A campus may not impose rules, such as prohibition of tape‑recorders in classrooms or guide dogs in buildings, which may limit the participation of handicapped students in campus educational programs or activities.

· In course examinations or other methods for evaluating a student's academic achievements, a campus shall make such arrangements as are necessary to evaluate the student's achievement in the course, rather than reflecting the student's physical impairment.

· A campus shall take such steps as are necessary to ensure that no handicapped student is denied the benefits of, excluded from participation in, or otherwise subjected to discrimination under the education program or activity operated by the recipient because of the absence of educational auxiliary aids for students with impaired sensory, manual, or speaking skills.

· Auxiliary aids may include interpreters or other effective methods of making orally delivered materials available to students with hearing impairments, readers in libraries for students with visual impairments, classroom equipment adapted for use by students with manual impairments, and other similar services and aids. Recipients need not provide attendants, other devices or services of a personal nature.

A campus which provides academic or vocational advising, counseling or guidance to its students shall provide these services without discrimination to handicapped students. It shall be ensured that qualified handicapped students are not counseled towards more restrictive careers. This should not preclude the campus from providing factual information regarding licensing and certification requirements which may be obstacles to a handicapped person in securing employment in a particular field.

Students with Disabilities Preparing for Postsecondary Education:

Know Your Rights and Responsibilities

More and more high school students with disabilities are planning to continue their education in postsecondary schools, including vocational and career schools, two‑ and four‑ year colleges, and universities. As a student with a disability, you need to be well informed about your rights and responsibilities as well as the responsibilities that postsecondary schools have toward you. Being well informed will help ensure that you have a full opportunity to enjoy the benefits of the postsecondary education experience without confusion or delay.

The Office for Civil Rights (OCR) in the U.S. Department of Education is providing the information in this pamphlet to explain the rights and responsibilities of students with disabilities who are preparing to attend postsecondary schools, This pamphlet also explains the obligations of a postsecondary school to provide academic adjustments, including auxiliary aids and services, to ensure that the school does not discriminate on the basis of disability.

OCR enforces Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (Section 504) and Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (Title II), which prohibit discrimination on the basis of disability. Practically every school district and postsecondary school in the United States is subject to one or both of these laws, which have similar requirements.

Because both school districts and postsecondary schools must comply with these same laws, you and your parents might believe that postsecondary schools and school districts have the same responsibilities. This is not true; the responsibilities of postsecondary schools are significantly different from those of school districts.

Moreover, you will have responsibilities as a postsecondary student that you do not have as a high school student. OCR strongly encourages you to know your responsibilities and those of postsecondary schools under Section 504 and Title II. Doing so will improve your opportunity to succeed as you enter postsecondary education.

The following questions and answers provide more specific information to help you succeed.

As a student with a disability leaving high school and entering postsecondary education, will I see differences in my rights and how they are addressed?

Yes. Section 504 and Title II protect elementary, secondary and postsecondary students from discrimination. Nevertheless, several of the requirements that apply through high school are different from the requirements that apply beyond high school. For instance, Section 504 requires a school district to provide a free appropriate public education (FAPE) to each child with a disability in the district's jurisdiction. Whatever the disability, a school district must identify an individual's education needs and provide any regular or special education and related aids and services necessary to meet those needs as well as it is meeting the needs of students without disabilities.

Unlike your high school, your postsecondary school is not required to provide FAPE. Rather, your postsecondary school is required to provide appropriate academic adjustments as necessary to ensure that it does not discriminate on the basis of disability. In addition, if your postsecondary school provides housing to non-disabled students, it must provide comparable, convenient and accessible housing to students with disabilities at the same cost.

Other important differences you need to know, even before you arrive at your postsecondary school, are addressed in the remaining questions.

May a postsecondary school deny my admission because I have a disability?

No. If you meet the essential requirements for admission, a postsecondary school may not deny your admission simply because you have a disability.

Do I have to inform a postsecondary school that I have a disability?

No. However, if you want the school to provide an academic adjustment, you must identify yourself as having a disability. Likewise, you should let the school know about your disability if you want to ensure that you are assigned to accessible facilities. In any event, your disclosure of a disability is always voluntary.

What academic adjustments must a postsecondary school provide?

The appropriate academic adjustment must be determined based on your disability and individual needs. Academic adjustments include modifications to academic requirements and auxiliary aids and services, for example, arranging for priority registration; reducing a course load; substituting one course for another; providing note-takers, recording devices, sign language interpreters, extended time for testing and, if telephones are provided in dorm rooms, a TTY in your dorm room; and equipping school computers with screen‑reading, voice recognition or other adaptive software or hardware.

In providing an academic adjustment, your postsecondary school is not required to lower or effect substantial modifications to essential requirements. For example, although your school may be required to provide extended testing time, it is not required to change the substantive content of the test. In addition, your postsecondary school does not have to make modifications that would fundamentally alter the nature of a service, program or activity or would result in undue financial or administrative burdens. Finally, your postsecondary school does not have to provide personal attendants, individually prescribed devices, readers for personal use or study, or other devices or services of a personal nature, such as tutoring and typing.

If I want an academic adjustment, what must I do?

You must inform the school that you have a disability and need an academic adjustment. Unlike your school district, your postsecondary school is not required to identify you as having a disability or assess your needs. Your postsecondary school may require you to follow reasonable procedures to request an academic adjustment. You are responsible for knowing and following these procedures. Postsecondary schools usually include, in their publications providing general information, information on the procedures and contacts for requesting an academic adjustment. Such publications include recruitment materials, catalogs and student handbooks, and are often available on school Web sites. Many schools also have staff whose purpose is to assist students with disabilities. If you are unable to locate the procedures, ask a school official, such as an admissions officer or counselor.

When should I request an academic adjustment?

Although you may request an academic adjustment from your postsecondary school at any time, you should request it as early as possible. Some academic adjustments may take more time to provide than others. You should follow your school's procedures to ensure that your school has enough time to review your request and provide an appropriate academic adjustment.

Do I have to prove that I have a disability to obtain an academic adjustment?

Generally, yes. Your school probably will require you to provide documentation that shows you have a current disability and need an academic adjustment.

What documentation should I provide?

Schools may set reasonable standards for documentation. Some schools require more documentation than others. They may require you to provide documentation prepared by an appropriate professional, such as a medical doctor, psychologist or other qualified diagnostician. The required documentation may include one or more of the following: a diagnosis of your current disability; the date of the diagnosis; how the diagnosis was reached; the credentials of the professional; how your disability affects a major life activity; and how the disability affects your academic performance. The documentation should provide enough information for you and your school to decide what is an appropriate academic adjustment.

Although an Individualized Education Program (IEP) or Section 504 plan, if you have one, may help identify services that have been effective for you, it generally is not sufficient documentation. This is because postsecondary education presents different demands than high school education, and what you need to meet these new demands may be different. Also in some cases, the nature of a disability may change.

If the documentation that you have does not meet the postsecondary school's requirements, a school official must tell you in a timely manner what additional documentation you need to provide. You may need a new evaluation in order to provide the required documentation.

Who has to pay for a new evaluation?

Neither your high school nor your postsecondary school is required to conduct or pay for a new evaluation to document your disability and need for an academic adjustment. This may mean that you have to pay or find funding to pay an appropriate professional to do it. If you are eligible for services through your state vocational rehabilitation agency, you may qualify for an evaluation at no cost to you. You may locate your state vocational rehabilitation agency through this Department of Education Web page: http://www.ed.gov/offices/OSERS/RSA/Resources/State/.
Once the school has received the necessary documentation from me, what should I expect?

The school will review your request in light of the essential requirements for the relevant program to help determine an appropriate academic adjustment. It is important to remember that the school is not required to lower or waive essential requirements. If you have requested a specific academic adjustment, the school may offer that academic adjustment or an alternative one if the alternative also would be effective. The school may also conduct its own evaluation of your disability and needs at its own expense. You should expect your school to work with you in an interactive process to identify an appropriate academic adjustment. Unlike the experience you may have had in high school, however, do not expect your postsecondary school to invite your parents to participate in the process or to develop an IEP for you.

What if the academic adjustment we identified is not working?

Let the school know as soon as you become aware that the results are not what you expected. It may be too late to correct the problem if you wait until the course or activity is completed. You and your school should work together to resolve the problem.

May a postsecondary school charge me for providing an academic adjustment?

No. Furthermore, it may not charge students with disabilities more for participating in its programs or activities than it charges students who do not have disabilities.

What can I do if I believe the school is discriminating against me?

Practically every postsecondary school must have a person‑‑frequently called the Section 504 Coordinator, ADA Coordinator, or Disability Services Coordinator ‑‑‑ who coordinates the school's compliance with Section 504 or Title II or both laws. You may contact this person for information about how to address your concerns.

The school also must have grievance procedures. These procedures are not the same as the due process procedures with which you may be familiar from high school. However, the postsecondary school's grievance procedures must include steps to ensure that you may raise your concerns fully and fairly and must provide for the prompt and equitable resolution of complaints. School publications, such as student handbooks and catalogs, usually describe the steps you must take to start the grievance process. Often, schools have both formal and informal processes. If you decide to use a grievance process, you should be prepared to present all the reasons that support your request. If you are dissatisfied with the outcome from using the school's grievance procedures or you wish to pursue an alternative to using the grievance procedures, you may file a complaint against the school with OCR or in a court. Students with disabilities who know their rights and responsibilities are much better equipped to succeed in postsecondary school. We encourage you to work with the staff at your school because they, too, want you to succeed. Seek the support of family, friends and fellow students, including those with disabilities. Know your talents and capitalize on them, and believe in yourself as you embrace new challenges in your education.

DOCUMENTATION GUIDELINES FOR STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES

The State University of New York College of Technology at Delhi is committed to achieving equal educational opportunity and full participation for persons with disabilities.  The Resnick Learning Center (RLC) works with students with temporary and permanent disabilities in order to assure that College services are delivered equitably and efficiently to all of its members.  Students requesting accommodations should contact the Coordinator of Services for Students with Disabilities at (607) 746-4593 and must obtain verification documenting their disability or condition.  Documentation consists of an evaluation by an appropriate professional that relates the current impact of the condition to the request.  Documentation should include:  

· A diagnostic statement including the date of the most recent evaluation

· The current impact of (or limitations imposed by) the condition

· Treatments, medications, devices or services currently prescribed or used to minimize the impact of the condition

· The expected duration, stability or progression of the condition.

In addition to the basic documentation for a condition listed above, recommendations from the treating professional are welcome and will be given consideration in evaluating a request.  Recommendations should:

· Provide a clear description of the recommended accommodations

· Connect the recommended accommodations to the impact of the condition

· Provide possible alternatives to the recommended accommodations

· Include a statement of the level of need (or consequences of not receiving) the recommended accommodations.

Reasonable accommodations depend upon the nature and degree of severity of the documented disability.  While the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 requires that priority consideration be given to the specific methods requested by the student, it does not imply that a particular accommodation must be granted if it is deemed not reasonable and other suitable techniques are available.

GUIDELINES FOR DOCUMENTATION 

OF A SPECIFIC LEARNING DISABILITY

Students who are seeking support services from SUNY Delhi on the basis of a diagnosed specific learning disability are required to submit documentation to verify eligibility under Section 504 of the rehabilitation Act of 1973 and the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990.  Protection under these civil rights statutes is determined on a case-by-case basis and is based upon documentation of a learning disability that currently substantially limits some major life activity including learning.  

The following guidelines are provided in the interest of assuring that documentation is appropriate to verify eligibility and to support requests for reasonable accommodations, academic adjustments, and/or auxiliary aids.  The Coordinator is available to consult with diagnosticians regarding any of these guidelines.  

· Testing must be comprehensive.  It is not acceptable to administer only one test for the purpose of diagnosis or establishing that substantial limitation in a major life activity currently exists in individuals with a previous diagnosis of LD.  Minimally, domains to be addressed must include but are not limited to:

· Aptitude.  The Wechsler Adult Intelligence Scale – Revised (WAIS-R) or WAIS-III with subtest scores is the preferred instrument.  The Woodcock-Johnson Psycho-educational Battery – Revised: Tests of Cognitive Ability or the Stanford-Binet Intelligence Scale: Fourth Edition are acceptable.  The Kaufman Brief Intelligence Test (KBIT) is not a comprehensive measure and therefore is not suitable.

· Achievement.  Current levels of functioning in reading, mathematics and written language are required.  Acceptable instruments include the Woodcock-Johnson Psycho-educational Battery – Revised: Tests of Achievement; Wechsler Individual Achievement Test (WIAT); Stanford Test of Academic Skills (TASK); Scholastic Abilities Test for Adults (SATA); or specific achievement tests such as the Test of Written Language-3 (TOWL-3), Woodcock Reading Mastery Tests – Revised, and the Stanford Diagnostic Mathematics Test.  The Wide Range Achievement Test-3 (WRAT-3) and the Mini-Battery of Achievement (MBA) are NOT comprehensive measure of achievement and therefore are not suitable.

· Information Processing.  Specific areas of information processing (e.g., short- and long-term memory; sequential memory; auditory and visual perception/processing; processing speed) must be assessed.  Information from subtests on the WAIS-R (or WAIS-III), the Woodcock-Johnson Tests of Cognitive Ability, or the Detroit Tests of Learning aptitude-Adult (DTLA-A), as well as other instruments relevant to  presenting learning problem(s) may be used to address these areas.

This is not intended to be an exhaustive list or to restrict assessment in other pertinent and helpful areas such as vocational interests and aptitudes.

· Testing must be current.  In most cases, this means testing that has been conducted within the past three years.  Because the provision of all reasonable accommodations and services is based upon assessment of the current impact of the student’s disabilities on his/her academic performance, it is in a student’s best interest to provide recent and appropriate documentation.

· There must be clear and specific evidence and identification of a learning disability.  Individual “learning styles” and “learning differences” in and of themselves do not constitute a learning disability.

· Actual test scores must be provided.  Standard scores are required; percentiles and grade equivalents are not acceptable unless standard scores are also included.  This is important since certain University policies and procedures (e.g., petitioning for permission to substitute courses) require actual data to substantiate eligibility.

· In addition to actual test scores, interpretation of results is required.  Test protocol sheets or scores alone are not sufficient.

· Professionals conducting assessment and rendering diagnoses of learning disabilities must be qualified to do so.  Trained, certified and/or licensed school psychologists, neuropsychologists, clinical psychologists, learning disabilities specialists, and other professionals with training and experience relevant to adults and their evaluation are typically involved in the process of assessment.  Experience in working with an adult population is essential.
· Tests used to document eligibility must be technically sound (i.e., statistically reliable and valid) and standardized for use with an adult population.
· Diagnostic reports must include the names, titles, and professional credentials (e.g., licensed psychologist) of the evaluators as well as the date(s) of testing.  All reports must be typed.  Handwritten scores or summary sheets are not acceptable.

· A written summary of or background information about the student’s relevant educational, medical, and family histories that relate to the learning disability must be included.
· Any recommendation for an accommodation should be based on objective evidence of a substantial limitation to learning supported by specific test results or clinical observations.  Reports should establish the rationale for any accommodation that is recommended, using test data to document the need.
· A description of any accommodation and/or auxiliary aid that has been used at the secondary or postsecondary level should be discussed.  Include information about the specific conditions under which the accommodation was used (e.g., standardized testing, final exams) and whether or not it benefited the student.
· Individual Education Programs (IEPs) are useful, but are not, in and of themselves, sufficient documentation to establish the rationale for accommodations.

GUIDELINES FOR ACCOMMODATED TESTING SERVICE

The Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) reinforced and extended the standards for compliance set forth in Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973. The effect of this legislation on higher education is far reaching. Appropriate accommodations in policies, practices and procedures are necessary to avoid discrimination on the basis of disability. In order to comply with the mandate of Section 504, it is necessary to provide an alternative testing arrangement to students whose disability may impair their ability to take examinations in traditional formats. It is the purpose of accommodated testing to measure actual achievement rather than the measurement of a student's disability. Accommodated testing arrangements might include extended time (up to double time), use of adaptive equipment (i.e. computer or spell checker), a private room, the use of a computer to read the exam, a scribe, oral exams, or enlarged printing. The needs for each student vary and accordingly accommodations are determined after reviewing current professional documentation (within the last 3 years) of the individual's disability on a case by case basis.
All students must expect to be evaluated according to SUNY Delhi’s established academic standards, and students with disabilities are no exception. It will sometimes be necessary; however, to make special provisions in order to ensure those students with specific disability-related limitations have the opportunity to participate on an equal basis with their class colleagues. Testing accommodations are provided when there is a disability-related need for them. Faculty are not expected to alter their standards for evaluation. 

The Resnick Learning Center (RLC) provides an alternative testing service in compliance with ADA standards to students who have disabilities. Eligibility for this service is determined by the Coordinator of Services for Students with Disabilities and is based on the current professional documentation provided by the student and course requirements. 

1.
The student must self-identify to the Coordinator that he/she has a disability and is seeking accommodations. All students must meet with the Coordinator to determine appropriate accommodations. This process should be done at the beginning of each new semester. 

2.
Students are responsible for meeting with instructors during office hours to discuss accommodated testing arrangements. At this time the student should present a letter from the Coordinator, which verifies the need for accommodated testing arrangements. It is important to note that it is the student's decision as to whether or not he/she chooses to utilize testing accommodations.  He or she must self-identify during the semester. Testing accommodations are not retroactive. The process must be completed each semester. 

3. 
Exams must be scheduled at the same time as the class meets unless it interferes with extended time.  If this occurs students must schedule their exam at a time that is approved by their instructor and the Coordinator.  Students will not be allowed to reschedule their exams without permission from the Instructor and the Coordinator.
4. 
Students may take exams at the RLC Monday through Friday between 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Any exam taken must be completed within this time frame. No test will be given before 8:00 a.m. or extend beyond 4:00 p.m. Appropriate testing accommodations are available to evening and weekend students by appointment during the RLC’s hours of operation (call 746-4585). As a result students should be aware of the amount of time they will require to complete the exam. 

5.
Students are responsible for signing up at least 1 week prior to each exam. The RLC does not guarantee the provisions of service for late requests. 

6. 
Students are responsible for reminding the instructor that he/she will be taking the test at the RLC. This is done by giving them the pink Instructions for Testing form, for each test that they want accommodations for.

7. 
Instructors are responsible for completing the Instructions for Testing pink form for EACH exam dropped off. Clarify special test conditions on the form such as open book, open notes, calculators allowed, etc.  Most importantly, instructor should note the amount of time they are allowing the class to take the exam.
8. 
Instructors should ensure that the exams arrive at least 48 hours before the scheduled time of the exam. Cooperation regarding flexibility of scheduling exams is very important.  During the week of finals, exams need to be delivered at least 3 days prior to scheduled exam time.
9.
Students are expected to arrive five to ten minutes early to take their exams. If students arrive more than 15 minutes late, they will only be allowed to take the exam if space is available. Students will not be given extra time if they arrive late. In the event that services cannot be provided, the student is responsible for making alternative arrangements with the professor. 

STUDENTS ARE EXPECTED TO UNDERSTAND AND FOLLOW THE ABOVE GUIDELINES. IF GUIDELINES ARE NOT FOLLOWED, THE COORDINATOR OF SERVICES FOR STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES CANNOT GUARANTEE THE PROVISION OF SERVICE. THE COORDINATOR ALSO RESERVES THE RIGHT TO TERMINATE TESTING PRIVILEGES AFTER THREE INCIDENTS OF NON-COMPLIANCE WITH THE GUIDELINES. 

STUDENTS ARE EXPECTED TO UPHOLD THE INTEGRITY OF THE EXAMINATION PROCESS AND ARE SUBJECT TO DISCIPLINARY ACTION FOR ACADEMIC MISCONDUCT.

Types of Testing Accommodations

There are a number of appropriate testing accommodations, depending upon the specific disability-related needs of the student. Types of accommodations include but are not limited to the following:

Extended Time.  This is one of the most common accommodations across disability groups. The typical recommendation is time and one-half or double time but we do not provide unlimited time as an option. (Students working with a reader or scribe may require more than double time.) 

Reading Services. Reading verbatim person-to-person, exam read on cassette tape, or by computer.

Scribe Services. A person who writes down, verbatim, the student's answers, and fills out a scantron sheet, if necessary.

Computer Access. Many students can independently complete essay exams on computers; some may need enlargement, speech output or a spell check program, which can be provided at the RLC, if notified in advance.

Quiet and comparable testing environment. Some students require a reduced distraction testing environment. All students should have testing environments comparable to those of their classmates - - i.e. testing space with limited interruptions with proper writing surface, seating and lighting.

Converted format. This may include large print, Braille, audio taped exam material, or e-files. All exams delivered to the RLC will be logged in as having been delivered by an appropriate staff member and then placed in a secure location. The RLC will schedule all rooms and proctors for tests. 

Students who complete an exam prior to the beginning of their class, will remain in the RLC until their class begins the exam.

IMPORTANT FACTORS

1. 
Each instructor should be familiar with the Policies & Guidelines for Accommodated Testing for students with disabilities. To receive a copy of the Policy, please stop in or contact the RLC at 746-4585.

2. 
If the instructor is not able to provide the accommodations for a student with a documented disability, the RLC should be notified in advance and utilized. 

3. 
The student must always present faculty with appropriate accommodation forms prior to receiving any accommodations. If testing accommodations are required, arrangements must be made prior to each test between student and instructor regarding time and date of test to be taken. Student must sign up in the RLC at least 1 week prior to the test date.

4. 
Students with a documented disability may take exams at the RLC Monday through Friday between 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.  No test will be given before 8:00 a.m. or extend beyond 4:00 p.m. except during Finals Week. 

5.
Students will not be allowed to reschedule an exam without permission from the Instructor and the Coordinator.

6.
Instructor should drop exams off or send electronically to the RLC with the completed Instructions For Testing pink form 48 hours before the scheduled exam time.

CONTRACT OF COURSE RESPONSIBILITIES FOR STUDENTS RECEIVING TESTING ACCOMMODATIONS

In order for a student to receive testing accommodations, students must:

Meet with Coordinator of Services for Students with Disabilities to fill out the appropriate forms for this accommodation and have the appropriate documentation on file.

Sign up in the Resnick Learning Center (RLC) at least 1 week before the exam is to take place. NO APPOINTMENT. NO ACCOMMODATIONS.

Exams must be scheduled at the same time as your class meets unless it interferes with extended time. If this occurs students must schedule their test at a time that is approved by their instructor and the Coordinator.

Exams may be taken at the RLC Monday-Friday between 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.  No exam will be given before 8:00 a.m. or extend beyond 4:00 p.m.

Notify the RLC in advance if you will miss a scheduled exam or need to reschedule an exam for any valid reason.  Students will not be allowed to reschedule their exams without permission from their Instructor and the Coordinator.

If a student misses more than 3 scheduled quiz/exam dates, they may lose their testing privileges in the RLC for the remainder of the semester. Students can resume testing accommodations at the beginning of the next semester.

Students are not allowed to bring book-bags, totes, purses, backpacks, or walkmans into the testing room.  Absolutely no cell phones or palm pilots are allowed in the testing rooms. 

Students are not allowed to bring calculators, notes or dictionaries into the testing room unless specified by their Instructor on the instructions form.

Exams must be completed in one sitting.  If student leaves the RLC at any time, for any reason during an exam, the exam will be deemed finished and collected.

Once completed exam is given to proctor, exam is finished and student will no longer have access to exam.

Academic dishonesty will not be tolerated. Violators will be subject to disciplinary action in accordance to Student Code of Conduct and their instructors will be notified of incidences.

Students who are more than 15 minutes late for a scheduled exam will not be given extra time for that exam.

Guidelines for Testing Accommodations at the Resnick Learning Center

The Resnick Learning Center (RLC) provides alternative testing accommodations to qualified students with disabilities under the requirements of Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990.  In order to insure compliance with these civil rights laws and to guarantee the integrity of the testing process, the following guidelines have been developed:

A. Students with disabling conditions are entitled to alternative testing accommodations. The attached memo and Testing Accommodation Instructor’s Signature Sheet identify the requested accommodations.

B. After you and the student have discussed the testing arrangements, please sign the TESTING ACCOMMODATION INSTRUCTOR’S SIGNATURE SHEET and return it to the student who will return it to the Resnick Learning Center. If you and the student agree to other accommodations, please note them in the space provided. The student must sign this form if changes to the stated accommodations have been made.
C. The student must sign-up for accommodated testing at least 1 week prior to the scheduled examination.  This can be done at the Resnick Learning Center, Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  

D. Students will bring you an INSTRUCTIONS FOR TESTING FORM (Pink Sheet) every time they sign up to take an exam at the RLC.  Please check ALL information on the pink sheet especially the time and day of the examination and the amount of time being allowed in your classroom to take the exam.  Please be sure to indicate how you would like the examination returned to you.

E. It is the Instructor’s responsibility to ensure that the exam arrives at the Resnick Learning Center at least 48 hours in advance.  The INSTRUCTIONS FOR TESTING FORM (pink sheet) must be attached to the exam.  The Resnick Learning Center will return the examination in the manner indicated on the pink sheet.  

Testing hours in the Resnick Learning Center are Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  If a student needs to test outside of this timeframe, please contact the RLC to make other arrangements for the student.
