PARKING GUIDELINES
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UNIVERSITY POLICE AT DELHI
SUNY DELHI PARKING ALERT FOR ALL STUDENTS

Welcome to SUNY Delhi,

Here are a few things that everyone who drives a car on campus or who has friends or family that will drive a car on campus will need to know:

1) All parking areas on campus have a designation.

2) All cars driven on any SUNY Delhi property must register at the University Police office in North Hall.

3) Vehicles driven on campus must comply with New York State Vehicle and Traffic Law and the SUNY Delhi College Parking and Traffic Regulations.

4) Violations of either New York State Penal Law or SUNY Delhi College Parking and Traffic Regulations can lead to tickets and/or towing at the owner’s expense.

5)  There is no parking permitting in service areas, roadways or sidewalks at any time.

6)  There is no parking allowed at anytime in any reserved or restricted parking spaces except by individuals possessing permits for those spaces.

7)  Parking in Handicapped spaces without the proper permits is a violation of both State Law and College Parking Regulations.

8)  Overnight parking is only permitted in designated overnight student parking areas.

9)  Speed zones on campus are clearly marked. Violations of speed zones will result in State Uniformed Traffic tickets.

10)  Parking permits are issued for student parking areas. Not a specific parking space.

11)  There are ample student parking spaces. It is your responsibility to park in a designated area. If the parking lot closest to your building is full, you must park in some other authorized student parking lot. 

12)  Please read and follow these guidelines. Doing so will reduce your chances of receiving parking tickets or traffic tickets and the associated fines.

13)  It is our goal at University Police to keep the roadways clear and safe for all students, staff, faculty and visitors to the SUNY Delhi College Campus.
