· The average retention rate for the AAS CT program from Fall 2005 to Fall 2009 is 71.3%. This is higher than the college average.
· Fall 2005 through Fall 2008: 120 students enrolled in the AAS program: 52 have received Construction Technology degrees.  31 are still enrolled in one of Delhi’s Construction options.
·  Fall 2009:  22 of  28 AAS students are still enrolled as of spring 2011. Retention rate = 75%. This is higher than we've had in the past. Also, 15 of these 28 students have moved to one of our bachelor degrees.
